According to official documents, in 1999 Jones was convicted of Rape of a Child 3rd
degree in Cowlitz County. Jones (agel9) sexually assaulted a non-familial 14-year-old
female on several occasions. Jones was assessed as a level | offender, however in 2002
Jones failed to report to Probation Officer as well as the Sheriff's Office. The
assessment committee aggravated Jones' status to a level 1l. On 1-8-03 Jones was
aggravated to level 111 due to probation violations, failure to report and contact with
minor females. Jones was again convicted of Failure To Register as a Sex Offender in
July 2004 and again in June 2006.

The Cowlitz County Sheriff’s Office is releasing this information pursuant to RCW 4.24.550 and the
Washington State Supreme Court decision State v. Ward, which authorizes law enforcement agencies to
inform the public of a sex offender release when, at the discretion of the Agency and the Risk Assessment
Committee, the information will enhance public safety and protection. The sex offender listed has served the
sentence imposed by the courts and has advised the Cowlitz County Sheriff’s Office of their address. This
Registered Offender is not wanted at this time. This notification is not intended to increase fear; rather it is
our belief that an informed public is a safer public. Law enforcement agencies have no legal authority to direct
where a sex offender may or may not live. Unless court ordered restrictions exist, this offender is
constitutionally free to live anywhere. Citizen abuse of this information to threaten or harass registered sex
offenders will not be tolerated. Such abuse could potentially end law enforcement’s ability to do community
notifications. The Cowlitz County Sheriff’s Office can provide useful information on personal safety. If you
have information regarding current criminal activity of this or any other offender, please call our office at 360-
577-3092.
