2025 Pavement Overlay and Chip Seal Project Update 

 
Drivers may encounter delays due to the ongoing 2025 Pavement Overlay and Chip Sealing Projects.  For the 
week of Monday, July 21st through Thursday, July 24th, Lakeside Industries, under contract with Cowlitz 
County, will be continuing with paving operations. The County Road crew will also continue with chip sealing 
maintenance operations.   
  
Roads scheduled for Overlay Paving next week include (in approximate order): Harmony Drive, Stella 
Road, and Woodside Drive on July 21st then continuing Woodside Drive on July 22nd. On Wednesday, July 
23rd the paving crew will be on Coal Creek Road. Thursday, July 24th they are scheduled to grind and pave 
on Todd Road for the grand finale. 
 
Roads scheduled for Chip Sealing next week in the Castle Rock area to begin on Monday include (in 
approximate order): Timberline Drive, Si Town Road, Barba Rd, Reynolds Rd, Schaffran Road, Gibson 
Road, Hinch Rd, Kingsley Drive, Cranberry Drive, Canine Road, Van Horne Road, Estes Rd, South Silver 
Lake Road, Rink Road, Schutt Rd, Silver Lake Acres Road, Dahlman Rd, Elwood Rd, Davis Rd, Firlane Rd, 
and Firlane Place. 
 
Road paint striping is scheduled to begin on July 28th.  More details will be sent out next week. 
 
Flaggers will be present as one lane will be closed. Drivers should expect delays of up to 20 minutes 
between 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. in the active work zones during daytime work, and between the hours 
of 5:00 p.m. and 5 a.m. during nighttime work.  
 
Paving operations are dependent on weather and are expected to require approximately four to five weeks 
to complete. Updated scheduling will be released weekly.  Thank you for your patience.
