Remember the Permanent Collection Facility and the Household Hazardous Collection Events are
only for the collection of hazardous waste generated at a residence; do not bring any business-
generated waste (including farms, churches, or schools). In addition to business waste, the event
and the facility will not accept unlabeled products, empty paint cans, leaking containers, containers
larger than 5-gallons or 50 pounds, explosives, radioactive material or biological and infectious
waste. For easier identification, please keep products in their original containers; if a container is
damaged, you may wish to place it inside another container to contain any leakage. @ When
transporting the waste, place it away from passengers, in the trunk or rear of your vehicle in a manner
which would prevent it from tipping over and spilling.
